General Updates

C-1D Faculty Participation Needed

Faculty participation on FDRGs and as COREs is necessary to keep C-ID
functioning. Without faculty participation, colleges face long delays in
getting courses and programs approved. ADTs are becoming increasingly
popular, so the work of C-ID directly benefits students.

FDRG members work with CCC and CSU (and sometimes UC) faculty
from around the state. It's a unique professional development opportunity
to network and discuss emerging topics in your discipline's curriculum and
transfer needs. FDRG members are primarily responsible for shaping
what the transfer curriculum looks like. Meetings are typically virtual, and
the workload is often cyclical with reviews occurring every five years.

COREs review curriculum outlines submitted by colleges against C-ID
descriptors. COREs use their professional judgment and discipline
expertise to decide whether a submitted course is approved for a C-1D
descriptor. COREs benefit from seeing how colleges across the state have
diverse approaches to the curriculum. A stipend is available for CORE
work. COREs are expected to regularly review courses within a 30-day
timeframe. Work over the summer may be available, but it is not expected.

CCC-UC Articulation: AY 2020-21

The UCOP has sent an update on how the UC will handle articulation
agreements with California Community Colleges (CCCs) for the 2020-21
academic year. All nine undergraduate UC campuses have once again
agreed to operate under the following general principles:

1. UC will honor established articulation agreements and rely on
local CCCs to do their best in fulfilling the terms of the articulation
as described in the approved CORs (Course Outlines of Record).

2. Temporarily revising CCC course offerings (e.g., science courses
with in-person labs that transition to online lectures with virtual
labs or some other lab substitute) is acceptable and will not pose
an issue for UC as long as the intended student learning
outcomes are met. Such practice already exists now with credit
by exam, whereby unit credits for transfer are earned based on
demonstrated outcomes or competency in the course, and not
based solely on student learning hours.

In addition, the UCOP Transfer Articulation team will maintain the usual
practice of approving CCC courses for transferability based on the UC
Transferable Course Agreement (TCA) Guidelines, which do not factor in
the course delivery mode (online, in person, or hybrid). Once CCC
courses are approved for UC-transferability, they are then eligible for
campus-level approvals for course-to-course articulations.

Save the Date — 8" Annual SLO Symposium

The 8" Annual SLO Symposium will be held virtually January 29-30, 2021
and is free for attendees. Keynote speakers include Dr. Aisha Lowe, Vice
Chancellor for Educational Services and Support, CCCCO and Dr. Davis

Center at Columbia University’s Teachers College. More details to be
announced soon.

Discipline Updates

Business TMC Revision

In Spring 2019, the Business Administration Faculty Discipline Review
Group (FDRG), composed of CCC and CSU faculty, opened the Business
Administration Transfer Model Curriculum (TMC) for review. After
extensive discussion and research, the Business Administration FDRG
finalized revisions to the Business Administration TMC. The modifications
to the TMC are intended to improve student preparation for transfer and
success for upper division coursework in a major deemed similar by the
CSuU.

The revised TMC is now posted on the C-ID website. Colleges may now
begin planning the creation of the next version of the Business
Administration ADT in alignment with course components of the revised
TMC. It should be noted that, at this time, the Intersegmental Curriculum
Workgroup (ICW) is working on a protocol to distinguish the revised ADT
from the earlier version of the ADT on student transcripts, with a CCC
Chancellor’'s Office template to be posted by February 1, 2021. Now that
the TMC has been finalized, according to the ICW TMC Review and
Revision Criteria document on the C-ID website, colleges must revise their
existing ADTs to be effective for the 2022-23 catalog year. When the
protocol is developed, follow-up communication will be sent.

Graphic Design

The finalization of Graphic Design descriptors has been stalled due to a
lack of CSU members in the Graphic Design Faculty Discipline Review
Group (FDRG) as well as Course Outline of Record Evaluators (CORES).

English IGETC Update Survey

The Intersegmental Committee of the Academic Senates (ICAS) IGETC
Standards Subcommittee recently finalized changes to the IGETC
Standards, Policies, and Procedures 2.1. A substantial change to the
document is an update to the writing requirement in subject area 1A and
1B from the 6,000 word count to a 5,000 word count, as approved by the
Board of Admissions and Relations with Schools (BOARS) in April 2020.
As a result of this change, C-ID is reviewing the ENGL 100, 105, and 110
descriptors, to examine whether a technical change is necessary to align
the descriptors with the revised IGETC standards minimum word count.
