Mesa’s transfer rate consistently surpasses the statewide average, 
with over half of the college’s students transferring to a four-year 
institution within six years (Source: CCCCO DataMart).  

•  Mesa College was the first community college in California to offer 
a bachelor’s degree program in Health Information Management 
(HIM). Mesa made history by awarding the first set of bachelor’s 
degrees in Spring 2018. In 2023, nearly 30 students graduated 
from the Program.  

•  Mesa has been designated as a Hispanic Serving Institution (HSI), 
an Asian American and Native American Pacific Islander Serving 
Institution (AANAPISI) a Gold Status Military Friendly College and 
multiple times as a Fulbright Top Producing Institution.
