Office of the President Updates

The San Diego Foundation, in partnership with the County of San Diego, awarded San Diego Mesa College
$125,000 to work with program partner Garden 31 and student leaders to address food sovereignty by
improving the TerraMesa Community Garden, expanding programming, and deepening collaboration
with other food security initiatives on campus. The award is part of $5,563,500 in grants provided to 43
community-based organizations - including San Diego Mesa College - to help San Diegans experiencing
food insecurity by supporting localized, sustainable food production and distribution throughout the
region. The Community Food Grant Program focuses on efforts to strengthen and scale community-led
strategies to address food and nutrition insecurity with local solutions that prioritize low-income and
historically marginalized communities.
