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Extension of Pause on Ad Hoc Requests

Earlier this year the Institutional Research (IR) Team
announced a temporary pause on all ad hoc requests
until June 30, 2025, to allow for a transition to new data
tools including SQL and Power BI.

Districtwide Dashboard to Replace Mesa’s Enroliment

Beginning Monday, June 23, 2025 the SDCCD
Enrollment Dashboard will serve as the primary source
for enrollment management data across the district.
